· Hexavalent Chromium (Cr6+) - <0.1wt%, 1000ppm

· Polybrominated Biphenyls (PBB) - <0.1wt%, 1000ppm

· Polybrominated Diphenyl Ethers (PBDE) - <0.1wt%, 1000ppm

· Bis(2-ethylhexyl) phthalate (DEHP) - <0.1wt%, 1000ppm

· Butyl benzyl phthalate (BBP) - <0.1wt%, 1000ppm 

· Dibutyl phthalate (DBP) - <0.1wt%, 1000ppm

· Diisobutyl phthalate (DIBP) - <0.1wt%, 1000ppm

Trace amounts may be present at levels within the specified limits.

It is our policy as Kalestead Limited to take all reasonable steps to ensure that all products supplied to our customers are in compliance with RoHS Directive 2011/65/EU and amendment (EU 2015/863) and, unless specifically stated, do not contain any of the above listed substances in quantities specified in the RoHS Directive, and are therefore 100% RoHS compliant.
Where a customer specifically requests a product containing materials with restricted substances at levels in excess of the concentrations above (for example for specific applications listed in the Annex to the RoHS Directive) then this will be recorded and agreed in writing.

We take our environmental responsibilities seriously and are dedicated to ensuring compliance through our current knowledge of material specifications and material processing and the latest information from our suppliers. We are committed to working closely with our suppliers and customers to ensure that we adhere to the Directive. We do not have the facilities available to chemically analyze our purchased materials and therefore we are reliant on the information our suppliers provide us.
